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Parish Plan Objectives

• The aims of a Parish Plan are that it:
– Captures the views of the whole community
– Forms part of the future devolved local government 

process e.g.
• Local housing needs
• Social and recreational requirements
• Transportation
• Medical support
• Local business development / employment

– Is used within the local planning process
– Supports funding requests
– …and is part of the “Quality Council” requirements 
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Parish Plan

• Input to the Parish Plan consists of a number of 
items, namely:

– A Housing Needs Survey

– A Questionnaire to seek the views of the people on 
local opinions and needs

– A Village Design Statement
